Jesus et son combat

Tout va trés vite dans I’Evangile de Marc. Dés le chapitre 1, Jésus est lancé
dans sa carriere et ¢’est le succés immédiat, total : les foules sont fascinées par
sa puissance de guérisseur et son pouvoir sur les démons qui fuient a sa parole.
Mais, des le chapitre 2, Jésus pose des gestes qui compromettent sa carriére en
se mettant a dos les personnes les plus importantes de sa société :

A

les pharisiens, les prétres et la famille! 1l prétend pouvoir pardonner les péchés (2,5). Blasphéme! déclarent les
scribes! Il choque en fréquentant les gens de mauvaise réputation (2,16) et en ayant un style de vie a I’opposé du
grand prophéte Jean le baptiseur (2,18). Mais le pire, c’est son attitude face au sabbat, institution sacrée en Israél : il
ose poser des gestes interdits en ce jour de repos total (2,23; 3,5) et méme déclarer que le Fils de [ 'homme est maitre
du sabbat! Pas étonnant que dés le début de sa carriére, on complote sa mort (3,6).

Un long et dangereux combat

Mais justement, Jésus n’est pas un jeune rabbin ambitieux qui cherche a monter au sommet de 1’échelle sociale!
Il est celui en qui la puissance de Dieu se manifeste comme jamais auparavant. Jean-Baptiste d’ailleurs 1’avait
présenté comme le plus fort (1,7). Investi de la puissance de 1I’Esprit, non seulement Jésus annonce le régne de Dieu,
mais il est celui a travers qui ce réegne commence a s’établir sur terre. Non pas par la force militaire ou politique,
comme |’attendaient plusieurs, mais en touchant les cceurs, en les guérissant de la violence, de 1’orgueil, de
I’hypocrisie et du mensonge.

Loin de faire I’unanimité, Jésus suscite une opposition féroce. D’une part, les pharisiens se sentent menacés dans
leur pouvoir, eux qui dominaient les consciences des croyants juifs. D’autre part, sa famille craint de subir les
conséquences du conflit que les gestes et les paroles de Jésus suscitent avec les autorités juives. Elle décide donc
d’aller le chercher pour le ramener dans son atelier de Nazareth. Et, plus dangereux encore, des scribes venus de la
capitale, Jérusalem, le déclarent posseédé du diable.

Que fait Jésus devant toute cette opposition? Il n’insulte pas ceux qui s’opposent a lui. Il ne rompt pas le
dialogue. Il essaie de leur faire découvrir la nouveauté et la beauté de son message. Il leur dit que face a lui, Satan et
les forces du mal ont perdu le combat. L’humanité sera restaurée dans sa relation premiére avec son Dieu et son
créateur.

Le combat se poursuit

Aujourd’hui encore, le combat continue. L’ambition, la soif du pouvoir, 1’exclusion, le chacun-pour-soi, le
matérialisme habitent les cceurs, orientent les décisions, bloquent la croissance du régne de Dieu. Quand nous
sommes pris dans le méme combat que Jésus, il ne faut jamais oublier deux choses. Premiérement, la victoire est
acquise, le Mal a été & jamais vaincu dans la mort et la résurrection du Christ. Deuxiémement, comme Jésus, il faut
risquer la main tendue, le dialogue patient.

i There is a lot of action in St. Mark’s Gospel. Beginning with Chapter 1, Jesus
starts his career and experiences immediate success. The crowds are fascinated by his
ability to heal the sick and his power over demons that flee at his command. But beginning

The scribes declared this was blasphemy! He shocked others by associating with people of questionable reputations

(2:16) and whose lifestyles were contrary to that proposed by the great prophet, John the Baptist (2:18). Yet the most

serious was Christ’s attitude toward the Sabbath, which was sacred in Israel. He dared to do prohibited acts on this day

with Chapter 2, Jesus’ actions begin to be noticed as he challenged the most important

people in his society: the Pharisees, the scribes and even his family! He claimed to be able
of total rest (2:23; 3:5) and even declared that the Son of Man was Lord even of the Sabbath (2:28) Small wonder from
the beginning of his career those in authority were plotting his death. (3:6).
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to forgive sins (2:5).

A long and dangerous battle

However, Christ was not an ambitious young rabbi who was bent on climbing to the top of the social ladder! He is
the One in whom God’s power was manifested as never before. John the Baptist recognized him as the One who is
more powerful than I (1:7). Infused with the power of the Holy Spirit, not only did Jesus announce God’s reign, but
that he was the One who would establish this reign on earth. Not by military or political force, as many expected, but
by touching and healing hearts and preaching against violence, pride, hypocrisy and lies.

Christ’s approach was not unanimously accepted. Far from it! Jesus ignited fierce opposition. On one hand, the
Pharisees felt their domination and control over the consciences of Jewish believers had been threatened. On the other
hand, his family feared suffering the consequences of conflicts with the Jewish authorities that Christ’s actions and
words provoked. His family decided to bring him back to his Nazareth workshop. Then, even more dangerous, scribes
from the capital, Jerusalem, declared that he was possessed by the devil.

What did Jesus do when he faced all this opposition? He didn’t insult those who opposed him. He continued the
dialogue and tried to make them discover the novelty and beauty of his message. He said that because of him, Satan
and the forces of evil have lost the battle. Humanity’s relationship with God, our Creator, would be completely
restored.

The battle continues...

Even today, the battle continues... Ambition, thirst for power, exclusion, me first! Materialism often rules our
lives, guides our decisions, and inhibits the growth of God’s reign. When we are caught up in the same battle as Christ
faced, we must never forget two things. First, we have won the battle! Evil has been vanquished forever by Christ’s
death and resurrection. Second, as Jesus did, we are willing to take risks, extend our hand in friendship, and engage in
patient dialogue.
