Plusieurs pages de la Bible traitent de I’envoi en mission. C’est le
cas dans la premiére lecture de ce dimanche qui relate I’aventure
du prophéte Amos envoy¢ en territoire hostile, ou il n’est ni
attendu ni désiré. Et dans I’évangile, on y raconte que Jésus envoie
ses disciples, deux par deux et sans trop d’accessoires, proclamer
qu’il faut se convertir.

Comme c’est la premicre fois que Jésus commissionne les disciples, il est bien conscient
qu’ils doivent réussir. Il ne souhaite pas qu’ils reviennent décus et abattus. Il les munit de
pouvoirs et leur adresse des consignes.

Pour donner de 1’autorité a leur prédication, Jésus donne a ses délégués le pouvoir de chasser
les démons et de guérir les malades, deux signes que les temps messianiques sont arrivés. De
plus, Jésus a plein de conseils a fournir & ses envoyeés. Pour lui, le comportement importe plus
que les pouvoirs. Il insiste aussi sur I’austérité : pas de nourriture, pas de valises, pas d’argent,
pas de garde-robe, pas de chaussures mais seulement des sandales.

La radicalité du dépouillement signifie le dévouement total a la Parole. Ainsi la mission
prime sur tout; elle est la premiere préoccupation et elle doit commander les décisions et les
choix a faire.

Et ce n’est pas tout. Jésus prévient ses disciples de ’accueil, bon ou mauvais, que leur feront les
villageois. Lorsqu’ils seront bien recus, ils resteront a cet endroit le temps qu’il faut. S’ils recoivent de
I’hostilité, qu’ils ne s’attardent pas et secouent la poussiére du lieu en signe de rupture. En tout cela, Jésus
enseigne aux disciples que leur mission, comme la sienne, sera faite de succes et d’échecs.

Dieu a besoin des femmes et des hommes. On voit Jésus passer par ses disciples pour rejoindre les
gens des villages. Dieu accepte d’avance les défaillances de ses envoyés, les faiblesses des disciples que
nous sommes. Toutefois, il faut rappeler que I’Esprit du baptéme et de la confirmation donne force et
courage aux prophetes des temps nouveaux.

Baptlzea and Embracing our Missionary Yocation

Several passages from the Bible refer to people being sent out on
missions. The first reading this Sunday relates the adventure of the
prophet Amos who went into hostile territory where his presence
was neither anticipated nor appreciated. In the Gospel, we read
that Jesus sent out his disciples, two by two. They were not to bring
anything superfluous with them, but to rely on the generosity of
those they encountered. Their mission was to preach repentance.

As this was the first time Jesus sent his disciples on a mission, he wanted them to succeed
and not return disappointed and defeated. His instructions were precise and Christ bestowed
special powers on them.

To lend authority to their preaching, Jesus enabled them to cast out evil spirits and heal the
sick: two signs that indicated the Messianic era had arrived. Jesus emphasized that their behavior
mattered more than their power. He insisted they bring no food, no bags, no money, no shoes
except sandals and only one tunic.

With these specific and strict instructions, their attention was focused on their mission to
spread the Word. It was their one and only concern. Jesus continued his instructions on how to
act, depending whether they received a welcoming or resentful reception from the villagers. If the
disciples were well received, they could remain there for as long as necessary. If they faced a
hostile crowd, as they left they would shake off the dust of the place. Jesus cautioned his disciples
their missions could either succeed or fail.

God inspires women and men who embrace their missionary vocation. Jesus, through these
modern missionaries, continues to reach out to people everywhere. Christ acknowledges our
weaknesses and failings. However, we know through our Baptism and Confirmation, the Holy
Spirit gives us the strength and courage to be prophets for these modern times.
