A la fin d’une nuit de péche infructueuse, Simon-
Pierre et six autres disciples se préparent a rentrer. C'est
alors que du bord du lac, un étranger, qui semble les
connaitre, leur demande un peu de poisson. Ces pécheurs
expérimentés n’ont rien a perdre en jetant le filet a droite de
la barque. La péche est telle qu’ils n’arrivent plus a tirer sur
le filet pour ramener 'abondance de la prise.

U ool a ue aiyiic uc 1d Péche miraculeuse qu’est reconnu le Ressuscité. Les uns
apres les autres, les disciples viennent a la rencontre de Jésus. Tous sont témoins de
la surcharge de poids imposée par le nombre de poissons dans un seul filet. La
présence et les gestes du Seigneur rappellent la mission qui, jadis, leur a été confiée.
N’est-il pas celui qui, un jour, en marchant le long de la mer de Galilée, les a appelés
par leur nom? Venez a ma suite et je vous ferai pécheurs d’hommes (Mt 4,19). Et alors,
a son invitation, ils ont laissé leurs filets et ils ont quitté leurs barques.

Ce matin-Ia, ils lui apportent ce poisson, qu’ils viennent de prendre. Invités d’abord a se
nourrir parce que la nuit a été longue, les disciples se voient donner en partage du pain
et du poisson. Ce repas avec le Ressuscité comble I'appétit et il sera possible de
nourrir celui des autres. La dimension communautaire de la mission est retrouvée dans
I'expression de foi et le partage du don. Mais le filet est archiplein!

A lafin du déjeuner, Jésus a une question pour Simon-Pierre : M’aimes-tu plus que
ceux-ci? Au fur et a mesure du dialogue avec Jésus, le disciple recoit dans I'amour du
Christ sa réhabilitation et il se voit confier la mission apostolique : Suis-moi. Le filet ne
s’est pas déchiré et le travail n’est pas terminé!

C’est au lac de Tibériade que le Ressuscité se manifeste pour la troisieme fois.
Suivre Jésus, le Seigneur, présage une expérience ecclésiale unique puisqu’il est
demeuré sur le rivage; il n’a pas jeté lui-méme le filet sur le coté droit de la barque.
Confesser sa foi au Christ Ressuscité amene a rapporter ce filet rempli a pleine capacite.

. Op the shore

After an unsuccessful night of fishing, Simon-Peter
and six other disciples prepared to return to shore. Then on
the shore, a stranger who seemed to know them, asked for
some fish. These experienced fishermen had nothing to lose
by casting their net on the right side of the boat. To their
astonishment, they ended up with such an abundant catch
that they could barely haul in the net.

The disciples then recognized Christ, the Risen Lord and one by one, they came to
meet him. All had witnessed the miraculous catch and struggled with the weight of the
fish in their net. The Lord’s presence and actions reminded them of the mission that had
been entrusted to them. Was it not Christ who walked along the shore of the Sea of
Galilee and called them by name? Follow me, and | will make you fish for people (Mt
4:19). They had accepted Jesus’ invitation and left their nets and boats behind.

That morning, they brought Christ some freshly caught fish. Jesus invited them to eat
with him because their night shift was long and they were hungry. They also ate bread
with the fish. This meal with the Risen Christ quelled their appetites and reminded them
their mission would be to feed the hungry masses and satisfy their spiritual needs. The
community dimension of their mission would be based on expressing their faith and
sharing it. Just as their net was overflowing, their challenges would be great.

At the end of their meal, Jesus asked Simon Peter: Simon, son of John, do you love
me more than these? As this dialogue with Jesus continued, the disciple responded with
his love and willingness to follow Christ who entrusted him with his apostolic mission:
Follow me. The net would be wide and full. The work of evangelization is on-going. The
Risen Lord appeared for the third time at Lake Tiberias. Since Christ remained on the
shore, he indicated that this unique ecclesial experience would unfold through the work of
his disciples. Just as Christ did not throw the net on the right side of the boat, the
disciples would assume this work of evangelization. As they professed their faith in the

Risen Christ, they acknowledged their mission would entail bringing in a full net.
