FROM THE DIOCESE 

Pastoral Appointment: Most Rev. Guy Desrochers, C.Ss.R, announces that 
Rev. Anthony Burchat is appointed to Parochial Vicar at St. Columbkille 
Cathedral. This appointment takes effect October 1, 2020.
