The Holy See has released the Holy Father’s Message
which is entitled "You have but one teacher and you are all brothers” (Mt 23:8), which encourages a trust-
based relationship with the sick and the nurturing of integral human healing. In his Message, Pope Francis
writes: “...the commandment of love that Jesus left to his disciples is also kept in our relationship with
the sick. A society is all the more human to the degree that it cares effectively for its most frail and
suffering members, in a spirit of fraternal love. Let us strive to achieve this goal, so that no one will feel
alone, excluded or abandoned.”
